


DEADLINES AND NOTIFICATION DATES

Fall Early Decision applications have a postmark deadline of November 15. Admission decisions will be mailed by December 15.
Winter Early Decision applications have a postmark deadline of January 2. Admission decisions will be mailed by February 15.
Regular Decision applications have a postmark deadline of January 2. Admission decisions will be mailed by April 1.

Transfer applications are due April 1. Admission decisions will be mailed by May 15.
Transfer students should use a different application that can be found on-line at www.swarthmore.edu/admissions/transfer.html

HOW TO APPLY

Applications and supplementary materials are available on our website at www.swarthmore.edu or through the Common
Application website at www.commonapp.org. Applications may be submitted electronically or downloaded and printed at
home and mailed to us.

Swarthmore has elected not to print and mail the Common Application to all of our prospective students. With the easy accessi-
bility of copies through counselors and the popularity of on-line applications, we believe this is a step in the right direction.
We expect to save 275,000 pieces of paper and many trees with this decision. We hope you will agree. If you are having difficulty
accessing the Common Application, please contact the Admissions Office to have one mailed to you. We look forward to review-
ing your application to Swarthmore.

EARLY DECISION

Swarthmore’s Early Decision plans are designed for candidates who have thoroughly and thoughtfully investigated Swarthmore
and other colleges and found Swarthmore to be an unequivocal first choice. Upon applying to Swarthmore, Early Decision can-
didates may not file early decision applications at other colleges, but they may file early action or regular applications at other
colleges with the understanding that these applications will be withdrawn upon admission to Swarthmore.

Any Early Decision candidate not admitted will receive one of two determinations: a deferral of decision which secures recon-
sideration for the candidate among the Regular Decision candidates, or a denial of admission which withdraws the application
from further consideration. If one of these determinations is made, the applicant is free to apply to other institutions.
