Instructor (80): Those responding consider Professor Steve C. Wang an excellent
instructor (51%), noting that his lectures are interesting (48%), clear (36%),
organized (19%) and entertaining (29%3)—28% apprediate his enthusiasm, 16%
note that he always answers questions, 14% enjoy his sense of humor, and an

-equal percentage find him approachable. Another 13% praise his encouragement

of participation.

Section Leaders (57): Studenis find section leaders excellent (11%), good {16%),
knowledgeaable (11%), and helpful (28%). 11% praise their erithusiasm, 16% note
that they answer questions well, and 26% consider them approachablé. 11%
complain, however, that their explanations are unclear,

Sections (68): Although 44% of respondents comment that the optional sections
are helpful, 15% do not find them useful, and an equal percentage add that it is
niot necessary to go to sections.

Reading (85): 52% of those surveyed find the reading helpful but 12% feel that it
is of no use, and 41% note that it is not essental.

Requirements (84): Pollees describe problem sets as fair (25%) and he[pful (71 %)
32% report that they are retumed promptly.

Website (772 Those surveyed disagree about the usefulness of the websue with
47% claiming that it is not valuable, and 19% deeming it useful.

Preparation {81): 70% of respondents feel that no preparation is required.
Nevertheless, 20% contend that a basic knowledge of mathematics should be
sufficient.

Strengths/Weaknesses (67): Strengths mentioned include the quality of teaching
(51%) and the interesting subject matter (10%). However, 10% of those polled
find the course boring, and an equal percentage claim that tests are too difficult.
The Verdict {76): Most respondents fully recommend Statistics 101 (83%), diting

the interesting course material (14%) and the quality of instruction (11%} as

reasons to entoll. Yet, 17% recommend the course conditionally, with 10%
endorsing it only as a requirement.
