2.  Compute percentages along rows, including the “total” row.

4.  Using the percentages along the total row, find out what the “postsecondary” row entries would be IF the variables were independent.   (Keep the total you have for the postsecondary row.)

5.  Do the same for the other two rows.

6.  Compute the “z” statistic for ANY ONE of the entries.
