EISTORY OF THE UNIT

On January 29, 1943, General Hershey signed order number 84, designat-
ing the New Hempshire Stats Hospital project &s work of netionsl importance and
setting forth conditions under which Civilien Public Service men should be
aseigned here. This wue the result of preliminery investigation BY the hospital
authorities into weys and meuns of procuring the services of men in IV-E since
they hed bacome informed of the help being rendered by masignees in other jnetitu-
tions. When the formel recuest of the houpitel Tor & unit reeched the Camp
Operations Division of Selective Service, it was referred, after investigation
of the project by this office, through the regular chennels té the N.S,B.R.O.

In turn, the Service Board referred the requesp to the Americen Friends Sarvice

Committee, which became the sponsoring &gency.

Soon after the S.8. iscued the activating order, Ir. W. C. Brineger,
kssistent Superintendent of the hospitel journeyed to C.P.S. camp .6, Big
Flsts, New York, in order to interview personally the epplicants for transfer
to the new unit. The fecet thet the director of the cemp &t that time, Winfield
Osborne, hed been & precticing attorney in Concord end member of the New Hempshire
legislature wes & contribufing factor in getting the unit off to & smooth stert.

The first that the New Bampshire public knew sbout the unit's being
esteblished was when the Céncord Mopitor broke the news to its resders of Feb, 12,
1943. In & front pege erticle ceptioned "C.0. Unit of 27 Will Aid at Hospitsl
Here." The newes wes relessed by the Governor, Robert O. Elcod, at a reguler
presa conference. The article stated thet "theo unit will coneist of 25 men &nd
2.0ffic . werfare have been pessed dn by Selective
Servics. m-.ny ot the group were understood to be Quakers, end Gov. Blood seid
2ll of them constituted &« 'fine group of young men; -------use of the conscienti-
ous objectors will prevent & crisis.’

"Governor Blood seid he wanted it mzde plein thet use of the unit will
not put sny reguler workers out of a job., Even with the influx of new workers
there will be about 15 vacencies yet to be rilled, the Governor seid,

"The men coming here for work as attendents are ell volunteers for
the essignment. The Governor snnounced that the men selected for New Hampshire
were reporteé to be 'of the highest type.'"

The first assignee to arrive out of the originel group of 15 from
Big Flete wes Joscph 4. Devis (now at Pownal State School, Maine). He arrived
on Feb. 15th, which, at 35 below, was the coldest day in the recorded weather
history of New Hampshire. This was herdly e werm reception. Davis went on duty
in the Tobey Building Februery 16. Cleyton Jemes and Robert Spencer went to
work on the 17th &nd Flio% Macy and George Friestedt on the 18th. Arriving
between the 18th end 27th were: Jokn Kepler, Doneld Macpherson, Harry Palmer,
Reymond Simmons, Robert Schlutter, Doncld Erdmen, Williem Richter, Clifford Moles,
Alex Price, and Max Fitch, in that order. <

In €11 ceses the men were immediately placed on the jobs where they
were most needed. lMeany buildings were extremely limited in personnel. Tobey
(disturbed wards) wus running some days with &s few as 5 day attendsnts for the
whole building (normel steff 20 - 25). Other buildings were equally short. One
men was e8signsd to the laundry.

Donzld Macpherson wes elected by the unit as their Assistent Director
soon afrter the first group arrived.

The unit wes received with little edverse criticism locelly from the
general public, 4 fow letters to the locsl editor were precipitated by Corbett
Bishop meking the locsl headlines when going into the 15th dey of his fast st
Viest Cempton in sympathy with Gundhi. One such letter on February 25th called
C.0.s "slackers." 4 picture of Bishop on March 1st and en srticle on March 2nd
covering the end of his hunger strike snd also printing in ful) his excellent
statements on fasting end pacifism brought foril more letters of the "meke them
Fight or let thea starve" variety.
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BEverything was relatively quiet. The men were fitting into the new
work and daily breaking down social barriers which had been dased, foy.the most
pert, on erroneocus conceptions of consciantious objectors.

But, accordiang to the Concord Honitor of Merch 9th, Representetive
Hilda C. F. Brungot of the Stete Legisleture in & surprise vieit "blasted the
22 C.0.8 at the State Heapital ell over the place" on Suncay afterncon March 7.
Yhccompeniad by spother lexleletor hrs. Bruncot seid she intends to submit «
roport to the legislature within & shoxt time, &he called the C.0.s 'swine'
and ‘sleckers' to their ficcy end in one inctence flung a book &t one of the
objectors vhen he hended it Lo her by way of explaining their stand on fighting.

"Mprs, Brungot took notas, which, she said later, revesled 'cnly thrae
Bibles, but lots of detective sturies wnd otlier reacil material beering the
neviss of Germ=n suthora.'!

"In one room cccupiad by & C.G. <o s.id she found ean éleborate radio
set 'with heavy wires strurg 2ll ebout * voom, ' --=="Their living quarters are
better then most of the hotela in Bustoen,'"

This, of ccurse, brought forth a flood of letters to the locel editor,
most of them unfevorebla, scue seying nhat the C,0.8 beczuse of their viewe
Pought to chenpe plzces with the inpetes;" or thet «ll C,0.s8 should be forced
into the “erchent sarine,---zowe seying that o "plasms v.orps" shonld be forued
48 « place for C.C.s8. Une laster £lso mentioned ¢11 C.0.s us having & "messianic
comples” ana that they were “uesles: in the sverege community." The only favoreble
1etior npprapad Mersh 18th; it pointed to Christ &s the greatest vicifist und
scid thet “soue presmnt, much decided C.0. msy be the futute world suviour."
TEds, oL sourie, brougit on sore letters, one of which went so fur us to sey that
“he oply muy U.D.e uouid ever become userul to modern society would bBe to
polsor taem exd grird them up for fertillzer."*

The month of March ended with the most persistent correspondent again
crytng to gain e\.p':ore for & movement to put all C.0,s in the Merchant Merine.

At the end of the first yeur [Feb. 15, 1944) the unit had worked 10,180
men~-days. The aversge sick-time Tor the whole unit during the first yesr wes
only )%.mm-daye for esch tesignee per month.

During February the now famous "mural" incident took place. A unit
committee had chosen David Stecton tc puint some murels on the walls of the C.P.S.
1ibrery in Bencroft basement. This wes with the consent of the houseXeeper.

But when Duvid wks only helf through with his work it becama epperent thet there
wes to be & disegreenent with the hospital suthorities end amony the assignees
themselves £8 to what constituted “proper" art. The incident ended wiih the
superintendent forbidding unit members to use the room.*~ Everyone felt quite
relieved thit the locel psper hed not oublicized the incident.

During Merch George Fischer ettended the first Personnel Secretaries’
Treining School &t Pendle Hill,

Osker Gensel wus married to Florsbelle L& Merr, & local girl, on
Valentine's Day. Ho wes the second assignee to marry after trensferring to this
unit.

On Merch 21s8%, 1944, & three-month treining coursc irn Psychiatric
Rursing Technigues and an Introduction to Psychictry was instituted. The course
had been orgaenized by Ruth Dingmen (now Mrs. Lisle Crewford) of the AFSC office
in Philedelphia. The attendence wes voluntary. Thirty-six attendunts, including
four reguler omployees successfully Tinished the course in nursing techniques, At
the end of the lectures on Psychieatry, 29 C,P.S. sttendants were round to have
completed the whole course.

During April four men st Concord were chosen to train &s "amokejumpers"
et Missoule, Montena: Francis Barnerd, Hal Riegger, Ohm Pauli, end Sten Willismson.
The lust men was an elternete. But after much preparetion and rushing of replace-
mouts the transfers were not approved by S.E. slthough the ¥orest Service hed
clready sent trevel roguests for three of the men. So three very sad follows had
to return to Concord from vecatious which were being teken enroutc to Missouls.
This precipiteted & crisie end subseyuently & vote on future A¥SC parvicipttion
in the program.

On April 22, 1944, & group from the unit composed of ¥rencis Earnsrd,
Ohm Pauli, Woodrow rickering, Fred Errett, Jim Kinree and Alex Price presented
& performence of Roseini's "The Buarber of Seville" at the Central Y.M.C.A.
suditorium in Philadelphia. They were assisted by Miss Louise Beumsan, lew York
sopreno. The production wss sponsored by the Young Friends of Philacelphis end
procesds wers doneted to Indic Relief.

During spril end Mey Mel Ccrey, Ed Remberg snd Heriess Kinzer errived,
Cerey on Apri)} 17tk, Remberg on kay 1lth, ena Kinzer on iay 30th.

The good swimning holes were &guin beginning to entice more &nd more
fellows after work end on days off. Everything seemed to be progressing smoothly
when, towurd the end cf May, the mujority of C.P.5. men in one of the dining rooms
felt they ought to do something to chunge certuin conditions which they felt they
could not tolercte. This wes the suie dining room where some cf the first C.P.S.
men were asked to sit et seperste tsoles uwey from rezular employees. (This,
however, hed quickly been broken dom: by the reguler employees tlsmeelves.) The
men were nowobjecting to strict enforcewen:' of the "rno visiting" rule end ulso
to certain other ertificial socisl burriers. The protest tock form in &« threce-
asy boycott of the dining room. sfter informing the dirning voom supervisor of
the ection they had decided upon they proceeded to teke their mecls downtovn or
buy food if local stores. On the second day of the boycott it wtzs reported tothe
locel press thet the C.P.S. men were on & hunger strike. On key 20th the story
broke in the puper with lsrge headlines: "Fourteen C.0.s on hunger strike at
Stete Hospitzl." The reporter hud thrown in sSome other items for good measurs
(thinge =bich he hed been soving). The murel incident wes thera and &lso the report
thet some ot the C.P.S, men were exhibiting “Gerrmen tendencies." This lust
preved to héve grown out of BRs weering of &n old Helcelberg (Heidelberg College,
Tiftan, Ohio) jersey by one of the assignees, Frederick Kreitzer.

(In reference to the diring room situstion, it has since been noticed
thet most ol the rulings objected to &re not now so strictiy enforced.)

During the summer the following nen trensgerrecd in: Eric Hammarstrom
(6/8/44), Reynold Keutz (8/28/4L), Floyd Carpenter (8/30/44), end Deivid Clerk
(8/21/44). HRerold Riegzer transfarred tc Tronton on Au ust 8th end Oral Fischer
to the Rochsster Diet Experiment August 1ith.

A repeat performsnce of the "Bsrber of Sevillie" was given here for the
benefit of the petiente ca susuet 6th end 7th with greet success. Quite a few
tovnepeople cttended.
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Through no perticular fzult of locul doctors who had submitted it,
unfortunate wording ir & request for medicul discherge of Lavid Stucton resulted
in his beinz ordered to Cermfesk by S,8. At thet time it was thought thet
Germfask wes to become & center for chronic S4s and meledjusted cssignees; however,
this hes since proved not to be the cese. Stacton left Concord July 17th.

kives who hed arrived since the previous September werec: Margerat
Sanderson, Mildred Mendenhell, Alice Bullen and Peggy Smith. Larguret Devison hed
come up to spend the suwmier in Concord.

George Fischer wes merried to Esther Shackford of Hooksett, N. H., on
Auguet 5, 1944, and Robert Tipton wedded Elverue McCoy of Lorreine, Chio, September
2, 194,, meking the third end fourth merrichies since the beginning of the unit,

During September and October Bill Lormey tranaferred in (9/1/44) end
elso Frank Bauman (10/13/44). John Kepler ¢inelly transferred tc Presbyterien
Eospitel in New York on September 3rd. Earry Klieger hhd requested & government
cemp end trensferred to Mancos on September 5th. Duene Windemiller hud decided on
1-4-0 by September 22nd.

During the letter part of Octoter seven men volunteered for the hezardous
"stervetion diet" experiment at the University of Minnesote, After rigid exemina-
tion two men, Gerald Wilsneck &nd Ken Tuttle, were chosen. They transferred to
Minneapolis November 15th. During liovember the following men trunseferred in:

Jobn Burrowes (11/6), Jobn Stringer (11/9), John Musgrave (11/16), Gerald Cohen
(11/23), and Holman Whitson (11/29).

Toward the end of November word ceme through that two men who hed long
since been epproved for work with the Puerto Rican Rehebilitation administration
finally received trensfer suthorizetion from S.S. They were Woodrow Pickering
and Uonald Erdman, who transferred on December 6th. Fritz Kreoitzer had decided
on 1-4-0 November 23rd.

George Siroky wes the only essignee to trunsfer in during December. Ee
arrived on the 15th.

During the eerly pert of December, srthur Hoffmun, who had been elected
Educational Secretery of the unit, nttended & couference &t Pendle Hill,

48 before the verious Friends meetingo in the vicinity mede the unit's
Christmas brighter by sending meny delicious adibles und urticles of clothing. ete.
As yet no visits hed been mede to any of thege meetinge. A group hed gone to the
New Englend Yearly Meeting &t Ocesn Fark, Maine, the preceding sumier, but with
free time &t such a premium the men usu&l)y ned plenned how they were going to
spend it before it came. Howover, during c:orly Januery & good sized group -
visited Dover Quarterly Meeting &t Gonic, M. H., end hed & most cnjoyable time.

hssignees arriving during Jenuary end Fedbruery were: Mark Deibler
(1/26/45), Mershsll Hodgson (2/3/45), and Irving Gerrison (2/9/45). Herschel
Mendenhell's trengfer to Floride wes finelly spproved by S.S5., &nd he trensferred
on January 29th. Mildred, his wife, hed moved back to Iowe & fev weeks previous
to this in order‘to teke & position et ¥illiem Penn College in Osgkaloose.

Ohm Puuli decided on 1-x end wes inducted into the Navy January 26ph.

Peter Elkington and Stunley Williemson, having been approved es "guinea
pigs" in the Catarrhal Jaundice experiments conducted by the U. S. Amy Epidemiolog-
icel Boerd, trunsferred to New Huven February 1l4ith. alex Price reclized a long
time smbition by trensferving to Trenton early in Februery.

Gersld Cohea received & medicel Dischargs Fabruery 16tk, and is now
living at home in Breolirm.
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During the second yeer the averege number of cssignees per month wes
an even 47. These men worked 12,686 men-deys during this time. Their averege
sick time wes even lower thun the previous yeer at .4 mau-deys per eseignee per
month. This is & better record then the everege time lost due to eickness in
ermy camps in the U.S, Out of & combined number of 503 sick-deys for the first
two years, 2316 deys were lost due to communicable diseases such es scerlet fever,
chicken pox, catarrhel jeundice end upper respirctory infections. Forty-seven
duys were lost due to gestric disturbances. Nine-man-days were loet due to inju-
ries sustazined on the weards.

Since the unit wes started public reletions &t the hospitul and in the
larger community heve been very good--on the whole. The men have done an excellent
job of bresking down meny felse barriers besed on erroneously preconceived ideee
about conscientious objectors. The gencrel public toleractes the group. A number
of people in the community eccept them openly, inviting them to their homes and
to the churches to sing in the choirs. Quite & few men regularly ettend a sguere
dence sponsored by & locel flub, The directors of the local choral groups heve
veen gled to have the help of some of the fine voices in the unit. ¥rom tine to
time men heve teken solo parts in community chorel productions sponsored by the
Concord Music Club. Two or three men pley with locel instrumentel groups. One
of the assignees is now the regular organist &t one of the leading churches in
Concord. Seversl men work &t different jobs in the city during their spere #ime,
such ss dishwashing, cer repeiring, work on street repeir crews for the city, etc.
Some have worked on locel farms to reliewe help shortege during Lervest.

There heve been some setbacks in public relations, of course, but the
growth in public acceptance of the C.P.S, men is & credit both to them and to the

community.

THE WORK

Most of the essignees et 8, are regular sttendants on the wards, At the
end of two years, 37 men out of 47 are doing this type of work. The other ten
ere divided thus: 2 kitchen helpers, 2 fermers, 1 leboretory technicien (electro-
encephalogrephy), 1 groundsmen, 1 housekeeping sttendent, 1 laundrymen, 1 electrician,
end 1 on edministrative deteil.

C.P.S. attendants &t 84 cover wards in most types of mule services., kS
of February 16, 1945, eleven were on night duty - 5 on disturbed werds, 4 cn infirm-
ary sards, 1 on worker-patient werds, and one on the receiving werd, The twenty-
six day sttendsnts were divided s fodlows: 18 on disturbed wards, 4 on infirmery
wards, 3 on senile wards, end & on worker-petient wurds.

The main duty of sn attendent is to minister to zll needs of petients -
sheving them, bething them, keeping them in clothes, prep&ring them for visitors,
seoing that they get enough food to eut - &nd in every wey trying to creste &n
etmosphere which will be conducive to their improvement. Types of uctusl treat-
nent of patients in which C.P.S. men heve hed en &ctive part include electric
shock therapy, occupetional therapy, hydrotherepy, and maleria fever therupy.
Lusignees have glg0 essisted in minor surgery from time to time. Taking T.P.R.s,
g.ving bed baths, tube feeding and other routine nursing procedures heve been done
by = lerge number of men. lMeny essignees who have worked or are working on
disturbed wards have become expert in the proper use of restraints end also wet
end dry pecks.
